Yet even though
a majority of lawmakers approved it, and the Governor signed it, you may now
have an opportunity to cast the deciding vote on the general election ballot this
November.

A referendum is defined as —a method by which

Here is how the process works. First, organizers turn in petitions signed by 1000
voters to the Secretary of State, along with the full text and summary of the law to
be repealed. The Secretary of State has 10 days to certify the wording and the
petitions. Then the Attorney General decides if the summary is a fair and truthful
statement.

Next, the petitions are drawn up. Backers must collect signatures that equal at
least six percent of the total number of votes cast in the last election for Governor.

Those petitions must be filed with the Secretary of State within 90 days after the
law was signed and filed. If the petition is valid, the law does not go into effect
until after the referendum election.

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Legislation on Concussion Education Introduced
Bill would teach young athletes, parents about dangers of concussions

Young athletes and their parents would be educated
about the harmful effects of concussions and young
athletes would be allowed to return to play only
after being cleared by a licensed physician or
athletic trainer, under a bill being considered in the
Ohio House.

Millions of young kids participate in organized sports
in this country every year and emergency rooms are
dealing with a growing number of concussions and
head injuries among children. According to the U.S.
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention,
emergency departments treat an estimated 135,000
sports and recreation related traumatic brain
injuries, including concussions, among children ages
5 to 18 every year. Children and teens are also
more likely to get a concussion and take longer to
recover than adults.

House Bill 143:

e Requires a parent or guardian to sign an
information sheet stating that they have
reviewed the information provided regarding
brain injuries as prepared by the Dept. of
Health before that student athlete can
participate in practice.

e Requires a coach or organization official to
remove a student from play immediately if
suspected of having a brain injury. A student
athlete who is removed from play due to a
suspected brain injury must be cleared by a
physician or athletic trainer before returning
to play.

e Defines a youth sports organization and
requires them to follow standards for
removing an athlete suspected of having a
head injury. The legislation defines a youth
sports organization as public or nonpublic
entity that organizes an athletic activity in
which the athletes are age nineteen or
younger and are required to pay a fee to
participate in the athletic activity or whose
cost to participate is sponsored by a business
or nonprofit

Simple medical guidelines or rules for just high
school and middle school student athletes are not
enough, backers say.

The bill is similar to the rules already in place
through the Ohio High School Athletic Association,
but broadens the protection for young people by
including coaches and athletes participating in youth
sports organizations not affiliated with the OHSAA.

Why do away with the Death Penalty?

Costs Savings

Ohio is on schedule to execute
more inmates than any other state
in 2011.

The costs associated with litigation
and multiple appeals for death row
inmates can run tens of millions of
dollars a year. Some supporters of
the bill have claimed that it should
be a part of the overall budget
conversation because it has the
potential to provide major financial
savings at a time when we are
facing an enormous deficit.

The Death Penalty Information
Center has conducted several
studies across the US regarding the
cost differential between drawn out
appeals processes and the sentence
of life without parole. Several
estimates have shown that the cost
per death penalty case can be
anywhere from $2.1 to $3 million
or up to three times the cost of
imprisonment for life.

Replacing the death penalty with
life without parole is an example of
sentencing reform where the state
can save a great deal of money.

Wrongful Convictions
& Ethical Concerns

Not everyone sentenced to death is
guilty.

According to the Death Penalty
Information Center, 5 innocent
people have later been freed from
Ohio’'s death row du
testing and a closer examination of
evidence.

US Supreme Court Justice John
Paul Stevens changed his views
from voting to reinstate

capital punishment in 1976 to
believing the death penalty
unconstitutional in 2008. Ohio
Supreme Court Justice Paul Pfeifer,
one of the legislators in 1981 who
wrote the law to re-instate the
death penalty, now questions its
viability and the way that the law
has been carried out.

Ohio has used three different forms
of lethal injection in less than 16
months. Ohio replaced a three
drug cocktail previously used in
executions with a drug commonly
used to euthanize animals.
